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ECHO MOUNTAIN PREPARING FOR HISTORICALY BUSY WEEKEND

ECHO MOUNTAIN, CO – Echo Mountain is prepping for what promises to be a historic weekend for the young mountain.  Echo is hosting a first-time-ever event – SnowDash – on Saturday morning and is playing an integral role in another inaugural event – The Evergreen Winter Festival later that same day.

SnowDash, the first-ever 5k adventure race held in the winter, at an extreme altitude, takes place this Saturday, February 4 at Echo Mountain.  Presented and produced by Fit 5280, SnowDash offers over 1000 competitors a grueling obstacle course that tests strength, endurance mental toughness and lung capacity.  The first wave of racers, at 8:45am, will face tire obstacles, uphill sprinting, crawling through powder pits and navigating steep terrain prior to the conclusion of the 5k race.  

“It’s definitely going to be a challenge for even the most elite athletes,” stated Levi Scullion of Fit 5280.  “Never before has a course like this been designed at this altitude (over 10,000 feet) in these types of conditions.  People have raced in similar events featuring mud, water and obstacles, but the alpine conditions present their own, unique challenges.”

Registration is still open for SnowDash, but space is limited.  Registrants can visit snowdashcolorado.com to register or for more information on the event.

In order to accommodate for the SnowDash event, Echo Mountain will be closed to the public for skiing and snowboarding until 1pm on Saturday.   

After the last obstacle has been removed from the SnowDash course, part of the Echo Mountain team will head 12 miles down the mountain and take part in the inaugural Evergreen Winter Festival at Evergreen Lake.  Presented and produced by the Evergreen Parks and Recreation District, this unique event is a celebration of what Evergreen does best - winter.  

Events at Evergreen Lake Park will kick off at 10am Saturday and are free during the day.  Featured daytime events include a snow mountain bike race, snow sculptures, sleigh rides, Snow Castle play area for kids and unique winter sports.  In addition to great events, the festival will include hot drinks, fire pits, a winter beer garden, seasonal food and shopping from a wide variety of local vendors.  Ice-skating will also be open to the public throughout the day.

At dusk, the Winter Festival will transform into a night-time celebration highlighted by live music by Sauna, a first-ever Evergreen Rail Jam competition and fireworks.  The featured Rail Jam, presented by Echo Mountain, will showcase some of the best local, regional and national talent in skiing and snowboarding.  Competing for prizes and a cash purse on a custom-built course will be a definite highlight for competitors and spectators.  Entry tickets for the night-time festivities, including the Rail Jam, fireworks, ice skating and music, are $10 for adults, $7 for students (ages 13-20) and free for children (12 and under).

“The Winter Festival at Evergreen Lake is all about getting outside to play local,” declared Scott Robson, head of the Evergreen Parks and Recreation District.  “Any modest proceeds resulting from this event will go back into the Evergreen Park and Recreation District parks and recreation programming.”  To purchase tickets or for more information, visit evergreenwinterfestival.com
