The camera, an AXIS network camera, features high quality video 24/7 with advanced pan, tilt and zoom capabilities.  It provides 29x optical, 12x digital zoom with autofocus and can pan 360°.

"We are delighted to be able to show off the beautiful view from Echo Mountain!” said 7News Chief Meteorologist, Mike Nelson.  “So many Front Range skiers and riders are discovering there is great snow and good fun so close to Denver.  This new camera will really help people plan their trip to Echo Mountain."

Given the close proximity to the Denver metro area, Echo Mountain's climate is often a sign of things to come in the Denver area.  From winter storms in January to thunderstorms in June or July, the weather systems that pass through the Echo Mountain area offer some insight and prelude to what metro residents might encounter just a few 
short hours later.
